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What does it mean that God is infinite?

Rom. 11:33, Oh, the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and
knowledge of God! How unsearchable are His judgments and un-
fathomable His ways!

What difference does this make for God Himself? [Isaiah 40:28]

1) Time (The Everlasting God)

2 Peter 3:8, But do not let this one fact escape your notice, be-
loved, that with the Lord one day is like a thousand years, and a
thousand years like one day.

2) Life (the Creator of the ends of the earth)

Isaiah 42:5, God created the heavens and stretches them out. The
Lord spreads out the earth with everything that grows on it. He
gives breath to its people. He gives life to those who walk on it.

3) Strength (does not become weary or tired)

Jer. 32:17, "Ah, Sovereign Lord, You have made the heavens and
the earth by Your great power and outstretched arm. Nothing is
too hard for You.”

4) Understanding (His understanding is inscrutable.)
Psalm 147:5, Great is our Lord and mighty in power; His under-
standing has no limit.

What difference does this make for us?

1) eternal life

1 John 5:11-12, And this is the testimony: God has given us eternal
life, and this life is in his Son. Whoever has the Son has life; whoev-
er does not have the Son of God does not have life.

2) supernatural strength
Phil. 4:13, | can do all things through Christ who gives me strength.

3) awesome worshi

1 Tim. 6:15b-16, God, the blessed and only Ruler, the King of kings
and Lord of lords, who alone possesses immortality and dwells in
unapproachable light, whom no man has seen or can see. To Him
be honor and eternal dominion! Amen.

Read: Colossians 1:15-17, Romans 8:26-27; Proverbs 18:10

Pray: All Knowing Father, You are the source of all wisdom and knowl-
edge. Help me to depend on Your wisdom when my own logic seems
best. Teach me to grasp this truth so | can obey with confidence.

Read: 1 Corinthians 2:9-13, Isaiah 55:8-9, Proverbs 3:5-6
